Option 1

Formal research work should list the objective of the study, method, results and discussion.

Option 2

Project based work should detail the issues, a description of the project and a summary of the outcomes or findings from the Project

Abstract Preparation Guidelines

· All abstracts must be in Arial 12 point type only

· Title should appear in BOLD CAPITALS at the top

· Single spacing should be used

· Maximum length is 300 words (excess words may not be printed)

· Format – Microsoft Word (.doc) file only

· Surname of author(s) to appear first, followed by initials of first and middle names, do not use full stops or commas between the surname and 1st names. E.g. Smith JM. Brown K.

· Omit degrees and titles

· Principal author’s name to appear first

· Asterisk to be placed before presenting author/s names

· Use superscript numbering to represent the link between the author and their organisation/affiliation

· Full postal address of the organisation/affiliation to be provided for authors
